1. Register straight away – www.youth.throughtheroof.org/projectinclusion
2. Download resource materials free from June 2010: www.youth.throughtheroof.org/projectinclusion
3. Organise your sessions

4. Deliver session 1 – consisting of icebreaker, sketch, drama, group exercise
5. Deliver session 2 – consisting of icebreaker, music, posters, starting to write lyrics
6. Deliver session 3 – consisting of icebreaker, continuing to develop lyrics, practice
7. Young people get sponsored to perform – ask friends and families or a local business/shop to support
8. Organise short performance – it could be to families, friends, church, school, other youth groups
9. Deliver session 4 – consisting of icebreaker, rehearsing your song, planning to perform and recording
10. Deliver performance – a chance to spread the message to others
11. Collect sponsorship money – all money will help the two charities to spread the message of inclusion in the UK and developing countries
12. Submit songs and sponsorship money by 31st December 2010

13. Wait and see if you’re a winner
14. Winners record their song onto a compilation album

15. Enter again next year
